A variety of drinks are on sale and water is available, free of charge, throughout the
day.

We have frozen the price of our daily main meal offer at £2.60 for the third year
running, which consists of a hot meal and dessert, or if you prefer, you could choose
a plated salad with a yoghurt or a piece of fruit.

Students who are entitled to free school meals have the lunch set meal value of
£2.60 automatically credited to their student account each day, and use their card in
the same way as all students to claim their meal.

Vegetarian and Halal options are offered by the College. If you are concerned about
nut and other food allergies please speak to our Catering Manager directly.
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ParentPay

The College accepts payments online for items such as College meals, visits and
much more, using a secure website called ParentPay. You can pay online using your
credit or debit card. ParentPay is our preferred method of making payments to
College.

ParentPay is easy to use and will offer you the freedom to make online payments
whenever and wherever you like; safe in the knowledge that the technology uses the
highest quality internet security available and that funds will reach the College safely.

Parents have a secure online account, activated using a unique username and
password; making a payment using your credit or debit card is straightforward and
ParentPay holds an electronic record of all payments for you to view at a later date.
When you make a payment, an e-mail confirmation is sent to you, giving you
reassurance that the transaction has been successful.

In addition, ParentPay offers you the ability to set automated email/SMS reminders
ensuring you never miss a payment and helping you keep your child’s swipe card in
credit at all times.
